SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1 RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the current Racing Rules of Sailing, the J-120 San Francisco Fleet 5 Class rules, the Notice of Race and these Sailing Instructions.

2 SAFETY

Boats shall not impede the passage of a vessel, which can safely navigate only within a narrow channel or fairway, (see US Dept. of Commerce chart 18649 for designated narrow channels and fairways of SF Bay) or fishing or other vessel with restricted ability to maneuver.  Boats identified by sail number who endanger their own safety or that of the commercial or government vessel will be subject to protest by a Race Committee (RC) or contestant and face possible disqualification.  A protest for allegations of the above will be heard by a protest committee whether or not the requirements of RRS61.1 (a) & (b) have been fulfilled or exclusions referenced in RRS 60.2(a) have been met.  A DSQ for a safety violation shall be considered as disqualification not excludable (DNE).

3 ENTRIES

4 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS
Notices to competitors, if any, shall be communicated to competitors on VHF channel 63 at 1025 hrs.

5 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed from the flagpole located on the StFYC Race Deck. If a postponement is signaled ashore, the warning signal will be made not less than 15 minutes after AP is lowered.

6 SCHEDULE and CLASS FLAG

The warning signal will be at 1030 hrs. The class flag shall be a red flag with a white “J” logo. 

7 COURSES and MARKS

Course 1: From the start, to the North Approach Buoy Y “N” to port, then to Approach Buoy R “SF”        to port, then to finish.  36.8nm

 

Course 2:  From the start, to the South Approach Buoy Y “S” to starboard, then to Approach Buoy R       “SF” to starboard, then to finish.  33.1nm

 

      Course 3:  From the start to Duxbury Reef Whistle Buoy “DR” to port, then to Approach Buoy R             “SF” to port, then to the finish.  31.8nm

      Course 4:  From the start to the South Approach Buoy Y “S” to starboard, then to finish.   29.2nm

      Course 5:  From the start to Approach Buoy R “SF” to port, then to finish.  25.4nm

      Course 6:  From the Start to Duxbury Reef Whistle Buoy “DR” to port, then to the finish. (nm not            available)
8    RESTRICTIONS

    The following markers shall be left to shoreward:  Anita Rock & any buoy marking same, vertical            ‘H’ beam off Water Quality Control Plant west of StFYC.  The South Tower of the Golden Gate               Bridge must be left to the South at all times.

9    STARTING AND FINISHING LINES; STARTING SYSTEM

The starting and finishing line will be between “A” buoy and “B” buoy off the StFYC Race Deck.  The race shall be started in accordance with RRS 26.  The race committee will be on station to finish yachts until 1600 hrs.  Yachts finishing after 1600 hrs shall take their own time and call the R/C to report their finish.  All yachts are requested to contact the R/C on VHF channel 63 approximately 30 minutes prior to their expected finish.

All yachts not finishing must report themselves as DNF to the R/C.  All yachts finishing after 1600 must report their finish to the R/C.  Yachts not reporting their finish or DNF to the race committee by 2000 hrs will be reported to the Coast Guard as missing and shall be responsible for all associated costs and penalties.

10  TIME LIMIT

      The time limit to finish the race will be 2000 hrs. Boats finishing later than 2000 hrs will be scored          DNF. This changes RRS 35.

11  PROTESTS

Protests shall be postmarked no later than midnight, Monday, July 26, 2004. Hearings will be held within two weeks.

12  SCORING

The Low Point System of Appendix A of the racing rules will apply.

13  COMMUNICATIONS

      RRS 25 is amended to allow for on-the-water radio communications between the R/C and racing           boats on VHF channel 63.  The R/C will communicate OCS and the signaled course for the race.           The inability of a competitor to hear a hail for over early or any other information shall not relieve            her of her responsibility, nor shall it be grounds for redress.  
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
